As seen from the lovely pictures in this book, dnother colofful year has passed with se much to be proud of.
Student accomplishments have been remarkable not enly on the academic front but the extra-curricular. |
willl use this space to share with you some things that the school administration and Board of Trustees have
dccomplished this year. Some major school accomplishments include the PALMUN Club’ s successiul

organizing and convening of a very successful conference and as a result won the USAID/ASHA Public
Diplomacy Award for 2015 and the FGS raising over $60,000 for books to send to Gaza schools.

On a different note, we have been very excited to see our commercial project underway. The sireet front
space adjacent to the outdeor foctball field is finally Being bullt, This was follewing many years of planning
to ensure the right business decisions are made. The projecl was finally completed through a competitive
Build-Operate-Transfer agreement with Mr. Farouk Shami. The Commercidl project will suppert the sehool
endowment and operalional budgel and is scheduled to be operdational in 2016.

Additionally, the Board of Trustees has been busy with new recruitments. The Board established a new position
of Dean of Academics and appointed Ms. Nancy Sanderson Swartz to take on the job in May 2015.
Additionally the Principal position of the Lower School will have to be filled as we bid farewell to Dr. Ken
Hulslander who served his students diligently for two years. Ken will be sincerely missed.

This year also, we saw the beginnings of our Valunteer Program start to take shape. Qur Friend-in-Residence,
Elizabeth Todd has completed her second year with us and we are very pleased that she decided to stay a
third. One of Elizabeth’ s tasks is to recruit Quaker volunteers from the US, who will serve ihe school in a
multitude of ways. depending on their skills ahd the school heeds. This year, the school recruited four
volunteers, one of them, Sam Saxion, stayed the entire school year. Elizabeth is working with the Director and
FUM to ensure more volunieers are being recruiled and supporied [n service of RES and ensuring a very
meaningtul experience for themselves. We are very grateful for that.

Speaking of volunteers.... When Betsy Brinson and Goerdon Davies arrived from Richmond, Virginia in 2009 to
volunteer with us for one year, we certainly did not anticipate the resull. Through their readings of schoal
histery Betsy and Gorden noticed that the school history has been mainly written frem the perspective of the
American Quakers who served the school. Not much has been documented that explored the experiences
and perspectives of Palestinians who have studied or served the school. In addition, we felt that the beautiful
old and new scheool pictures needed to be shared widely. Hence the ideas emerged to work on a book that
combined both the pictures and the 52 unigue oral history accounts. Sumoud: Images and Voices of the
Ramellah Friends Schoaol was finally published in late 2014 While a delightful read of funny, tragic, and
life-changing experiences, Sumoud is alse an imporlant literary publication that colorfully records our
precious history for generations to come. My hope is that this book will serve to further confirm the remarkable
impact that the Ramallah Friends Scheol has had on the lives of its students, teachers and the community at
large throughout nearly ene and haif century of resilient and profound service.

1) strategic planning process to commence in the Fall 2) completing and
furnishing the Middie School Building, training teachers and moving éth grade to the upper school campus
in the Fall of 2016.
